1. Make your own PowerPoint or show another one to the students, visit xxxx. Get the students to ask questions.

2. Asks students if they have ever done a presentation before and how this made them feel.

3. Pass out the worksheet and ask students to read through it. Explain that they will get five points for their words and grammar, five points for their style meaning the way they spoke (too loud or too soft) and their PowerPoint presentation and five points for the content of their presentation. Added up this will give them fifteen points. This will give them chance to think about what they could do a presentation on.

4. Ask them to use PowerPoint to design a presentation either on their own or in groups. Try not to focus on technical issues. Go around and make sure that each student or group has a simple, specific title for their presentation. Allow the students time to play with the program.

5. You or the students will need to save the PowerPoint onto a flash memory stick so the presentation can be taken to a computer that everyone can see or an electronic whiteboard.
