The Face book Challenge - method

Age Group: any

Level: Elementary - Intermediate

Time: Varies - depending on follow up task

Skill Focus: Reading for detail, learning about social networking websites

Sub Skills: Speaking and discussion, writing (stage 4)

Materials Needed: word processing program. Access to the internet. 

www.facebook.com , a copy of the work sheet.

1. Ask students if the have heard of Facebook or any other social networking websites and if they use them. Is there a 'Facebook' in their language? Other examples include, bebo.com, myspace.com and twitter.com

2. Students can do the discussions together or as a whole group. 

These websites are good for finding old friends but not some old friends. 

3. Web 2.0: ask students to log into www.facebook.com and make themselves a profile. This could be a springboard to a lot of user generated language and could make up an ongoing homework slot (write to each other). It could be a place where students can have open discussion or talk about future class work.
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
