Taking Digital Photos – Photograph these objects – Teacher’s notes
You need: 
1. Ask students to discuss photos in general, if they take them, what their favourite photo is. 

2. Make sure each pair or group has the capacity to take photos and knows how to upload and share them.

3. Pass out the worksheet and explain that students can photograph anything they feel fits the description of the title – it’s open to interpretation. Also explain that the task is about communicating with the group as much as it is about their photographs
4. Send students off in their pairs or groups. Give a time limit: 30 minutes. They tick off the photos as they take them.
5. (optional) Students select the photos they want to show, more computers would be needed for this.

6. Students now upload their photos to your central computer or interactive whiteboard. In their groups or pairs they show the photos they took and explain what they are. Ask questions about their photos if they don’t fit the title and encourage the rest of the group to do the same.
